Children should 

come with a bottle or sippy cup, preferred snack and dia-

pers.  Diaper wipes and additional snacks are available. 

Preschool Care: Beginning at age three, children go to 
the third floor preschool room.  Drop-off begins at 10:00 
a.m. and children are cared for through the worship hour.

There are two categories of ñpresbytersò or ñeldersò in the polity of the Presbyterian 
Church (USA).  ñRuling eldersò are members elected by the congregation, exam-
ined and approved by the session, and installed into service on the session ï 
usually for a term of three years.  Ruling elders are set apart for service 
through ordination.  Ordination is for life, although a ruling elderôs active 
service on the session, in most cases, is allotted in three-year terms.   

In addition to ruling elders, there are ñteaching elders.ò Teaching elders 
are ministers of Word and Sacrament.  Their ñrankò is equal to that of rul-
ing elders; the only difference is their function in the life of the church.  
Teaching elders are called to preach the Word, administer the sacraments, 
and provide pastoral care and leadership.  Most teaching elders are pas-
tors, but some serve as teachers, chaplains, evangelists, or in other spe-
cialized ministries.  Campus ministry is a good example.  

Teaching elders can also serve churches without being installed pastors.  
One of those avenues of service is termed ñParish Associate.ò  A Parish 
Associate is a teaching elder who is invited by the session and approved 
by the presbytery to serve a local congregation ï usually on a part-time 
or occasional basis.  First Church is blessed to have Leo Sandon, De In-
graham, and Emory Hingst as Parish Associates.  (Emory is a minister of 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, with which the PC(USA) en-
joys ñfull communion.ò  Among other things, that means that ministers in 
both denominations can serve in each otherôs churches.)  Parish Associ-
ates can serve with or without remuneration.   

I am delighted to announce that on May 21st, the session approved a pro-
posal to invite The Rev. Ms. Trinity Whitley to become a Parish Associate 
at First Church for several weeks this summer and early fall.  Trinity is 
currently the Campus Minister at UKirk Tallahassee, formerly known as 
the Presbyterian University Center.  Her term of service in that ministry 
ends mid-July.  She will join us on July 17 and serve at least through the 
month of September.  Trinity will be working with Dr. Christy Williams in 
our Spiritual Formation programs, will share with me in the leadership of 
worship, and will preach and preside at the Table in my absence.  Consid-
er Trinity as our summer consultant, sub, switch hitter, and relief pitcher.   

And just be clear: unlike our other wonderful Parish Associates, Trinity 
will be paid.  Her position is funded from the current budget and the 
Christian Education Fund. 

I am grateful to Trinity for being willing to help us out this summer, but even 
more, I am grateful to God for sending her our way.
